Superintendent Featherly gave his Highway Report for the month of December 2014
 (see attached).  

ZONING REPORT:
The Zoning Report for the month of December 2014 was available for the Board’s review and is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.

MONTHLY REPORTS:     
The Town Clerk’s December 2014 Monthly Report and 2014 Annual Report was reviewed by the Board Members for their approval.  
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DISCUSSION WITH

SUPERVISOR: 
A)  Supervisor Teed said the 2014 Justice Report has been received.  He said 2,809 cases were heard and they submitted $328,929.50 to the Town.  He said the amount is a lower amount of money and a slightly higher number of cases than the previous year.  He 
stated there are 2,245 cases still outstanding.  Supervisor Teed said they do a great job.
B)  Supervisor Teed said we were supposed to get an Intermunicipal Agreement with 

the Village; but we have not received that yet. 

C)  Supervisor Teed said we have the Highway and Water Employees’ Agreement.  He

asked Councilman Beechler and Councilman Ridley to go talk to the Highway and Water

employees regarding the agreement. 

D)  Supervisor Teed said we received a memo from the Planning Board regarding the

Site Plan Review.  He asked Mr. Sontheim if he would like to make any statements regarding the Site Plan Review.  Mr. Sontheim said the Planning Board has outlined the
process for a Site Plan Review.  He said this does not apply to single family or 2-family homes; it only pertains to commercial and industrial development.  Mr. Sontheim said it is a check list for the application requirements.  Supervisor Teed said he had distributed this to the entire Board and asked if any of them had any questions or comments.  He said he had a question, asking Mr. Sontheim if everything on here has to be done by their engineer when they go to the Planning Board.  Mr. Sontheim said yes, that would be done by an architect, engineer or surveyor.  Supervisor Teed said this was presented to him the other day by Mr. Sontheim and Planning Board Chairman Ron Allen.  He said the only 

thing he had a problem with is #7.  He said that one, especially on Rt. 14 where you have a large amount of woodland.  He said if an engineer has to go through and identify all the trees that are over 6” in diameter and breast height to be removed, that is going to be very expensive. He is afraid that might discourage someone from building. He does not think it is necessary to go to that extent.  He said he can understand showing it on their drawings.  He asked how the other Board Members felt.  Councilman Ridley said he does not like 7, 10, 20, 22, 23 and 24.  Councilman King said he also has a problem with #7.  Councilman Ridley said on #10, the person might not know at the time they come for their Site Plan what future things they may want to do with the rest of the  property.  After considerable discussion, Supervisor Teed asked Mr. Sontheim to take
the Site Review Plan back to the Planning Board with the Town Boards’ concerns.  He said we want to make it as clear and user friendly as we can.  He said you have all done 

a good job.  

E)  Councilman King said they had a meeting for the Melvin Hill Water District and the projected start date is March with the completion by the end of May, as long as the weather cooperates.  Supervisor Teed said if the weather breaks earlier than March; they will start earlier.
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F)  Councilman Beechler said he has 2 quotes to get a new roof put on the Cold Storage Building.  He said he needs to go back and get the quotes to equal in all things.  

G)  Councilman Beechler said we are closer to getting the Salt Shed repair done.  He said he got an email from David Miller last week and he said it might be January 30th because

the steel shipment has been held up.  Terry has to make the opening 22-1/2 feet wide and 20 feet high.  He said there will be a couple vents put on the back of the building to help evaporate some of the water.  He said we still have a ways to go; but are hoping it will be installed by the end of the month.  He said they did a nice job of fixing the trusses.
