HIGHWAY REPORT:
Superintendent Featherly gave his March 2016 report.  

Superintendent Featherly said he probably will have to adjust his 284 Agreement to add milling of Melvin Hill Rd. from Giffith Rd. up to Co. Rd. 23.  He said if there is enough money left, he will do Melvin Hill Rd. from Giffith Rd. to the Village Line. Supervisor Teed asked if that was a recycling thing.  Superintendent Featherly said no, they will grind it out and stockpile the millings and then run the paver on it.  

Superintendent Featherly said the Town of Dix is interested in our 


Excavator; but we have more problems with it.  He said there is transmission fluid or something leaking into the final drives in front of it.

He said he would talk to Roger at Caterpillar tomorrow and see if the deal is still on that he will give us $24,000.00 as is.  He said we might better take


it.  Supervisor Teed asked if Volvo would take it.  Superintendent Featherly said Volvo would take it if it was perfect; but it is not ok so the deal is off


the table.  Councilman King asked what CAT would give him if it was up 


and running good.  Superintendent Featherly said they never told him a price.  Councilman King said months ago when this conversation started,
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they had said around $50,000.00.  Superintendent Featherly said the only
offer they have given him is $24,000.00 as is from CAT.  He said he thought it was worth more than that; he was hoping to get $30,000.00 for it; which he thought maybe the Town of Dix would give us for it.  He said they

have already cut him down to $25,000.00; so we might as well trade it in.


Councilman King said yes, that lets us off the hook for any problems with it.  


Superintendent Featherly said he could not sell it to someone knowing the 


problems it has.  Supervisor Teed said he would hate to see them get stuck


with something like that.  Councilman King asked Superintendent Featherly if he had enough money in his budget minus the $24,000.00 trade in. Superintendent Featherly said he thought he had budgeted enough for it.  Councilman King said we were talking around $210,000.00.  Superintendent Featherly said yes, he thought the machine was actually 


$219,000.00 minus trade in.  Supervisor Teed said let us know.  Councilman King asked if he needed authorization from the Board to do 


this.  Supervisor Teed said he thought we should get the numbers first.


Superintendent Featherly said yes, he will know more tomorrow after he gets the fluid samples.

A)  Supervisor Teed said he had one thing he wanted to discuss.
SUPERVISOR: 
 
He said remember we talked about the NYSEG Permit last month.  He said




he and Councilman King met with them and we had a good meeting.  He 





said everything was go from our side of the road.  He said they laid it out so
our waterline would be closer to the road than theirs and we would sleeve under their line when they put theirs in and the hydrants would sit back away from the road.  He said that way our line would be close to the road if we ever needed to work on it.  Supervisor Teed asked Mr. O’Shea, NYSEG Rep, as long as you are already digging, if we get our pipe for the waterline, could you make the ditch wider (the pipes have to be 2 ft. apart) and we can drop our pipe in as you go.  He said it would save us about 3,900 feet of digging.  Mr. O’Shea said he did not know if NYSEG would go along with that.  Supervisor Teed stated that those were his terms and without this NYSEG cannot go.  He said he has reiterated to them about our $11,000.00 bill for a new pole at the Highway Garage.  Supervisor Teed said he sympathizes with Kevin O’Shea because he has been with the company for 30 years and things have changed. He said Mr. O’Shea said he could not make that decision.  We got the new contract stating they would move the lines but no mention of burying our pipe.  Supervisor Teed called Mr. O’Shea and he said he would get back to him and he has heard nothing.  Supervisor Teed asked for a Resolution.
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Councilman King offered the following Resolution, 

RESOLVED that we sit on the contract for 


another month and not grant NYSEG the permission



to dig on Townline Road.  If NYSEG comes to an 

agreement to open the ditch to bury our pipe, then

Supervisor Teed has permission to sign the agreement. The Resolution was seconded by Councilman Allen, who moved

its adoption.  4 AYES.  Carried.
