Supervisor Teed called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Supervisor Teed said Pat Nicoletta, from MRB was here tonight to discuss

the Schroo Road Water District.  Mr. Nicoletta said he had fact sheets for the 
SESSION:
Board and the Schroo Road residents (see attached).  He said he would review the map of the project.  He said the district will be 4,970 linear feet of water line.  He said if we did the project with a contractor, the cost to the residents would be over $2,000 for water and debt service..  He said with the Town forces doing the work, it  is cut down to $917, which is the annual debt per EDU.  He said the Operation and Maintenance charge would be $150 and the estimated annual commodities charge is $350 (for an average of 50,000 gallons per year).  He stated that makes the total cost to each resident $1,417 per year.  The total cost of the project would be $127,090.  He said the loan would be for 40 years at a 4.0% interest rate.  He said that gets the water from the water main to the right of way.  He said it is the homeowner’s responsibility to get it from the right of way into the home. He said the minimum charge for water is $43.60 for 6,000 gallons.  He stated that if you use more than the minimum, it is $6.72 per thousand on top of that.  Mr. Nicoletta stated that the Comptroller’s threshold for water districts is $805 and we are well above that figure.  He said even though the residents want this district, the Comptroller could turn it down because of the cost.  Mr. Nicoletta said he wanted to make sure everyone understood that if the district is formed and you do not want to hook up to the water, you still have to pay the debt service and the operation and maintenance charges.  He said you would be paying $1,067 even if you did not hook up to the water.  He said it is extremely important that the residents write strong letters to the Comptroller, outlining the severe problems they are having.  He said the stronger the letters, the better.  Supervisor Teed thanked everyone for attending.

Mr. Nicoletta said there are 2 criteria that we must meet.  He said one is 50.1% of the assessment of the people in this water district say yes we want the water, it passes the one criteria.  He said the second criteria is that 50.1% of the residents have to agree to have the district; if one of those criteria fails, the district fails.  If both criteria pass, the Board would go ahead and prepare the proper paperwork for the formation of the district.  He said it is extremely important that the residents write letters to the Comptroller explaining the serious issues they are facing regarding their water problems.  He said those letters would have an impact on the Comptroller’s approval of the project.  Mr. Nicoletta said first the petition would have to be signed, then the SEQR would have to be done and then the district would have to be formed.  He said all of that would probably take 3 months.  He said the last water project we submitted to the Comptroller took 5 months.  He said if this was to pass, we are probably looking at next year.  He said the next step would be to have the residents sign the petition and then the Assessor would certify the signatures.  He said if both the husband and wife are on the deed, they both need to sign the petition.  He said if one signs and the other one does not, it does not count. 


Supervisor Teed said the Town looked into coming from the Village of Clifton Springs but they were going to kick the cost of the water up substantially.  Mr. Nicoletta said they were going to charge as an out of district user at 1.9 times the water rate.  He said with that a meter pit would also have to be used and that cost would be another $25,000.  Supervisor Teed asked what the price would be per EDU if they made a one-time payment.  Mr. Nicoletta said that is something we would have to check with the Town Attorney.  He said the way it would work is we would take the overall cost of the district divided by the number of EDUs (7).  It would be $18,142. Mr. Nicoletta said he would check with the Town Attorney to see if this is an option.  He again reiterated that we need strong letters from all of the residents to go to the Comptroller because the cost is above the Comptroller’s threshold.  He said you need to include in your letter that your wells are contaminated, have ecoli, you have no water, etc.  He said the next step would be the design plan, which would go to the Department of Health and may also go to DEC, depending on if we are crossing wetlands.  He said once those approvals are in place, the Town would request quotes for materials.  He said once the materials 


are on site, Mike Vienna can start.  He said based on everything that needs to be done, you are looking at 2015.  He said when you get ready to run the service from the right of way to your homes, it might be advantageous to get together and see if


you can get a better deal by all using the same contractor to hook up.  The residents wanted to know when they could sign the petition. Mr. Nicoletta said he would contact the Town Attorney and have him prepare the petition, we can submit the map, plan and report probably at next month’s Board Meeting and start the SEQR 


process, which will be a 30 day coordinated review.  He said you are probably looking at July before the SEQR is completed.  He said the petition could be signed and kept on file.  He said it would probably be at least August before we can get it to the Comptroller and if they take 3 months, it would be November, so you would be looking at spring before Mike could start the project.
