PROJECT UPDATES:
Pat Nicoletta, MRB said we are moving ahead with Melvin Hill Water District and Extension.  


He said we are getting submittals for materials from Contractors for the Highway Garage.  


He said we will be breaking ground on that the first week of June.  The building design is supposed to be submitted by the 18th.  He said by the end of the month, we should have the building on order.  He said it is about 8 weeks for the building to arrive.  He said we are still looking at December to have the trucks parked inside.  

PAT NICOLETTA, MRB:
Supervisor Teed addressed Mr. Nicoletta and said you had some questions on the hydrants for the Melvin Hill Water Project.  Mr. Nicoletta said they talked of putting in new valves for the new hydrant assembly.  He said originally they were going to complete the work and then go back and put the hydrants in, where the line would only have to be shut down once.  He said then they wanted to do them as they went along.  Mike Vienna, Water Superintendent said this would be very disruptive.  He said we cannot do that.  Mr. Nicoletta proposed that we purchase the new valves and pull the hydrants and relocate them.  He said we should have final costs before our next meeting.  He said Mike Vienna will be checking tomorrow to make sure the hydrants are where you want them.
