He said he has a number of things that makes Mike a good candidate for the job.  He said he has excellent computer skills.  Councilman King said he and Mike have been working on the County Hazard Mitigation Plan and it is pretty complex for a layman like himself.  He said Mike has done all the computer work to be sent to the County.  He stated that Mike is a member of the Phelps Fire Department and Ambulance Crew, so he has all that experience.  Councilman King said he also has chemical experience because of all the chemicals needed in his job as Town Water Superintendent.  He said with this appointment, he will answer to the Town Board and work with Superintendent Featherly.  He said he should have a key to the Town Barns in order to go in there to do routine inspections on the chemicals that are housed there.

the Town Board appoint Water Superintendent Mike Vienna to the 


position of Safety Officer for the Town of Phelps; he will report to the Town Board, work with Superintendent Featherly and have a key to the Town Barns. The Resolution was seconded by Councilman Ruthven, who moved its adoption.  

Discussion:  Superintendent Featherly said Mike will need to keep the Town Highway crew up-to-date on training, check on the guys out on the roads to make sure they are wearing the proper attire and the signs are set up properly.   He said he will also have to keep the MSDS sheets in order.  Supervisor Teed said safety

A)  Supervisor Teed said we have received a letter from Ontario County Public 
SUPERVISOR:
Works advising us that they will be closing a portion of the highway on Stryker Road to complete scheduled maintenance on the bridge.  The work will be from June 23, 2014 with completion scheduled for July 14, 2014.


OPEN FORUM:

Supervisor Teed asked if anyone wished to address the Board.
DON ROMEISER, 1600 MELVIN HILL RD., PHELPS:  Mr. Romeiser asked about the status of the Melvin Hill Water District.  Pat Nicoletta, MRB said we received the comments from Ontario Co. Department of Public Works and NYS Department of Health.  He said we are waiting for the letter from the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation.  He said we submitted paperwork to them about six weeks ago for water supply approval and stream crossing approval.

He said the Army Corps of Engineers has signed off.  He said we need to get revisions made to address the comments from Ontario Co. DPW and the NYS Health Department; both were minor things.  He said once we get Department of Health approval we can also get Rural Development approval.  He stated the easements are pretty well in place and Jeff Graff, Town Attorney will have to do an affidavit to show all the easements are in place and we have all the right-of- ways we need.  Mr. Nicoletta is hoping by July 14th, which is the next Board Meeting, we have everything in order and we can authorize going to bid.
He said that project will break ground, if not in August, it will in September.
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Mr. Romeiser asked about putting a concrete pad in front of the 2 bays for the mechanical work.  He was told there would be an apron there.  Mr. Romeiser asked if it would be big enough to roll the hoist that you bought from the County out to put a truck on.  Superintendent Featherly asked if he meant the portable lifts.  Mr. Romeiser said yes.  He said from personal experience you will see things outside that you cannot see in the shop.  Councilman Ridley said you cannot do work outside anymore; everything has to go into an oil separator.  Everyone understood that and said the oil separator would be part of that.  

Mr. Romeiser said he felt it would be well worth the money to do that.
