Supervisor Teed called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

anyone wished to address the Board either for or against this Local Law.  There were no comments.  He closed the Public Hearing at 7:03 PM.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: JAMES MCILVEEN, 1602 MELVIN HILL RD., PHELPS, NY:  Mr. McIlveen said he 




moved to Phelps in 1967.  He said this was the first Board Meeting he ever attended.

He said he wanted to thank Mr. Featherly and his crew for helping him with the water problem he has had for 40 years.  He said he has water coming down from the field and going into his basement.  He said it has been dug up 2 or 3 times and finally Terry and his crew found an outlet from his basement to an abandoned pipe.  He said the fix has not stopped it completely but it has helped.  
Mr. McIlveen said that up the road where the old railroad trestle use to be, someone has all the water from the field running into the ditch.  He wanted to know if that was legal that they do that.  Supervisor Teed said most all the farmers drain their fields into the ditches.  Mr. McIlveen said these last rains we have had, it forms a river behind Donnelly’s barn and comes down through behind my house, Don Romieser’s house and  the house where Gerry VanCamp use to live and goes into the ditch.  He said it is getting worse.  Supervisor Teed and Councilman Ridley both said that everyone drains into the

ditches and  Supervisor Teed said he does not think it is illegal to do so.  Mr. McIlveen said he will have to find out.  He thanked the Board.

Rick Eldridge of CornerStone Outdoor Services asked the Town to evaluate all of the


ditches in the area.  He said Highlander is doing a good job; but he would like the Town
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to make sure everything is the way they want it so it does not have to be dug up twice.


CornerStone requires that half of the payment be paid when the work starts.  

HIGHWAY:
Highway Superintendent Featherly gave his report for the month of June 2014 (see attached).
Superintendent Featherly said Phil Frere, who is working for the Town Highway Department has his CDL permit.  He stated Mr. Frere would like to take his CDL

road test with one of the Town trucks.  Councilman Ruthven said he sees no problem with that.  Supervisor Teed said we always allowed it when he was there.  The Board 
was in agreement to allow Mr. Frere to take his CDL road test with the Town truck.

Superintendent Featherly said we purchased the payloader and have about $30,000 left 

and would like to see if we could purchase a pick-up truck.  Supervisor Teed asked about the items he had on his purchase list.  He said you had plows and wings on there to buy.

Superintendent Featherly asked if that was the 284 Agreement.  Supervisor Teed said no,

it was on the Equipment Inventory Replacement Listing made out September 15, 2014, $17,000 for the wing and plow and $195,000 for the payloader.  Superintendent Featherly said they purchased them last year.  He said he had them down there before we bought them.  He said we do not have to vote on the pick-up right now because he has time; but he would like to see what is on State bid.  Supervisor Teed asked which one he was going to get rid of.  Superintendent Featherly said he will probably hand his down and get rid of the 2006 blue F-250.  Councilman King said that brings up a point; he has asked that the
equipment sheet be typed up and we are going to be into budget time pretty soon and we just cannot read it.  Superintendent Featherly said we are flat out right now and asked when they needed it.  Supervisor Teed said we start working on the budget the 1st of August.  Superintendent Featherly said you tell me when you need it.  Councilman King said we start the budget the 1st of August.  Superintendent Featherly said it won’t be until the end of August.  Supervisor Teed asked if he was looking at another 4-wheel drive.  Superintendent Featherly asked what Mike’s truck came in at.  Water Superintendent Vienna said $32,000-$33,000 with the plow.  Supervisor Teed said it would be a good idea to get a plow on the new truck.  He said you are right there when you are checking the roads and if you have a spot that needs it, you can take care of it while you’re right there.  Superintendent Featherly said it would be nice to have a sander in it.  Supervisor Teed said he had a sander in the pick-up.  Councilman Beechler asked what the status is on salt.  Superintendent Featherly said we are maxed out.  He heard the price was going up again, possibly 13%.  Supervisor Teed asked if he had enough to get through until the end of December.  Superintendent Featherly said it depends on how early the snow hits.  Supervisor Teed said if you get to the 1st of December, you can order it and the bill won’t come until the January meeting.  Supervisor Teed said go ahead and check the pick-up prices on State bid.  The Board did
not have an issue with it.

A)  Supervisor Teed said we have the Sauerkraut Festival Parade coming up August 1st.

B)  Supervisor Teed said we have 6 young men who have become Eagle Scouts.  They are

August 8th at 3:00 PM at the Williamson residence, 2106 Fort Hill Rd., Phelps.  



C)  Payloader bought and received.  Discussion on this is under the Highway Report.
D)  Supervisor Teed said we are applying for a grant for the Town Hall Repairs to the 
Clock Tower.  He stated we have some serious issues there and it is going to be expensive.  We have received a listing of the membership of the Grant Committee and it was put in each one of your boxes.  He said we have been told that if we could write letters to as many of the people on that listing, it would help us tremendously.  So if you could please review the list and mark the people that each of you know, that would be helpful.  He said we have some structural issues under the clock tower with the old beams.  According to the Historical Commission, we cannot repair it with new trusses.  The information Supervisor Teed has received, it looks like they want us to repair the actual timber frame.  He stated we have put steel posts in to support it until we can get the work done.  Pat Nicoletta, MRB, stated that the Grant will be done next year.  Supervisor Teed said we were going to try and get this done this year; but it had to be submitted by
the end of July and there just was not time to do a proper job on the application.  

E)  Supervisor Teed said we have received a letter from Mr. Watts, a Melvin Hill 
resident, thanking us for getting the new water line in.  They are thrilled to have the 
water.

HIGHWAY GARAGE:
Pat Nicoletta, MRB Engineer, stated that for the Highway Garage we need a special 





inspection completed.  He said there were 4 proposals sent out and 3 were returned.

Mr. Nicoletta reviewed the 3 proposals.  He said all three companies are good, but Terracon is a little less expensive.  Supervisor Teed asked for a Resolution.

MATT ELDRIDGE, PHELPS FIRE DEPARTMENT PRESIDENT – Mr. Eldridge said he wanted to thank the Board for having done the Rt. 96/Rt. 488 Water District.  He said he remembered there was opposition to that water district.  He said it supplied

all the water we needed in the recent Byrne Dairy fire.   He said he hoped the residents
up there know what they have got; it lowers their fire insurance among other things.  He
said he wants the Board to know how much we appreciate all the hard work you have done.  Supervisor Teed said most of the people up there wanted the water; there were

only a few that opposed it.  Mr. Eldridge said we get water a lot faster from a hydrant because we are not waiting for water to be brought in.  
Terry Featherly said he wanted to apologize for not getting the Excavator up to them; 

but it is out for repair and we did not have it here.  Mr. Eldridge said everything worked

out good and we appreciate all the effort all year long; not just at this time.  Supervisor Teed said to tell the Fire Department thank you and you guys to a great job.  
JOHN OAK, 2094 CO. RD. 6, OAKS CORNERS, NY – Mr. Oaks said he lives in a residential district in Oaks Corners and has had an ongoing battle with Zoning for the 

last 3 years.  He asked if we were going to have a Public Hearing on the wording in the penalties to put some “teeth” in it.  Supervisor Teed said yes.  Mr. Oaks wanted to know when that would be scheduled.  Supervisor Teed told him it would be next month.  Mr. 

Oaks thanked the Board.
