Superintendent Featherly said





she has to set it up with Doyle.

DISCUSSION WITH THE
A)  Clerk Nieskes said she had given the Board a copy of the Time Warner Franchise

B)  Clerk Nieskes said we need a new phone system at the Town Hall.  We have had


the repairman there several times and he said the phones are obsolete and cannot be fixed.



She said a representative from Ontario Telephone came in today and talked with Barb



Middlebrook.  He will get back to us with a proposal and hopefully we will have that 


next month.  Supervisor Teed said it is messing up messages.  Clerk Nieskes said the announcements cannot be changed from day to night messages and the instructional menu is not allowing people calling in to leave messages at the various offices.  



C)  Clerk Nieskes said she gave all the Board Members a copy of Local Law #4, Main 



Thoroughfare (Rt. 14) Overlay.  She needed to know if we could move forward with that



at next month’s meeting.  Agreed.

D)  Supervisor Teed said a letter was received from NYS Department of Health and there were no violations in the 3-year inspection for the Water Superintendent.   He told Mike Vienna that was a good job.  
E)  Supervisor Teed said the Sauerkraut Weekend Parade is August 2, 2014 at 4:00 PM.

As soon as the line-up information is received, Linda will let everyone know.  Supervisor
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Teed, Councilman Beechler, Councilman Ridley, Councilman King, Superintendent Featherly and Clerk Nieskes will be in attendance.

OPEN FORUM:

Supervisor Teed asked if anyone wished to address the Board.  





CHRIS DAY, 78 MILL ST., PHELPS:  Mr. Day wanted to discuss the Highway





Garage.  He said he had seen the plans for the garage and they have some concerns.





He said the main concern is the movement of the barn 300 feet closer to their property.





He said his wife, Sara was here; as well as his neighbor Randy VanNostrand.  He said





they are worried about the noise, dust and dirt coming closer to their property.  He said




the second driveway presents some concerns with the trucks coming out of that driveway.





He said the lights will be right in his livingroom.  He said there are issues with drainage.





He said he knows the Board has done a lot of work on this and they are late in the game;

but he wanted to bring it to the Board’s attention and wondered what your ideas are to mitigate these concerns.  Supervisor Teed said he met with Chris and his wife this afternoon and we went over a lot of this.  He said he told them the site is not set in concrete; the building can be moved which he does not see a big issue with that.  He said he was looking at the driveway issue and that is very close to the intersection.  Mr. Day said if you can tighten it up and keep it on the footprint of the building, away from the





contaminated areas, it could save some money.  He said he knows that the property was 




purchased for the highway barn, so we hope there is room for compromise.  Supervisor 




Teed said he feels Mr. Day brought up some very valid points.  He asked Pat Nicoletta, 





our Town Engineer, if he had any comments.  Mr. Nicoletta said he does not see an issue 




with moving the building back.  He said we will still have to have some kind of drainage 





facility because we are over an acre.  He said there will no more water runoff than there is





now, so drainage is not an issue.  Supervisor Teed said there would be less because of the





retention pond.  Mr. Day said the Town has been great neighbors and he wants to keep it





that way.  He thanked the Board.  

RANDY VANNOSTRAND, 1389 S. MARBLETOWN RD., PHELPS:  Mr. VanNostrand said there are things in this Village that are tastefully done and some that are not.  He just wants to be sure that our concerns are heard as to how it is put together

and how it looks.  He said perhaps a barrier of arborvitae or something could also be done.




DAN BREMER, HIGHWAY EMPLOYEE:  He said he wanted to address the Safety





Officer’s position that you changed.  He said he had taken that over in 2008 when 





Kurt Owens left the Town.  He said it was his understanding that you are giving the 





position to Mike Vienna.  He would like to know why he was removed.  He would like a 

reason.  Supervisor Teed said they did not know that he was the Safety Officer.  Mr. Bremer said he and Superintendent Featherly had a verbal agreement.  Supervisor Teed

said he would have to discuss that with Terry because the Board did not know anything about it.  Mr. Bremer said he was here at that meeting and no one questioned him about 
seniority.  Supervisor Teed said he does not remember anything about seniority being discussed.  Mr. Bremer wanted to know if he was not qualified or what.  Supervisor Teed again said the Board did not know he was interested in it.  He asked the Board members if 
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they know and they did not.  Councilman Ruthven said they did not even know there was a Safety Officer; it was never brought up that there was one there.  Mr. Bremer said his next question is why would you appoint someone that does not even work in the Highway

Department.  Councilman King spoke up and said he was the one that brought up the Resolution.  He said Mike Vienna is a volunteer fireman, extremely knowledgeable on
chemicals, computer issues and so forth.  He said we did not know that there was a Safety Officer, no one ever said anything and that is why I brought it up that Mike should be that

Safety Officer.  He said you guys, by Terry’s comments, are too busy to do much else other than your highway job and Mike has some free time.  He has already contacted the County to see how this all should be operated and that is where we are going with it.  Mr.

Bremer said it does not have anything to do with his qualifications then.  Councilman King said no.  Supervisor Teed said it might be better if it was someone not involved in the day to day operations.  Mr. Bremer said you made a decision, I just wanted an answer 

from the Board as to why.  Several of the Board Members said they were not aware that there was a Safety person down there.  Councilman Ridley said the way it was brought to 

us was there was nobody in that position.  Supervisor Teed thanked Mr. Bremer.

Supervisor Teed again said if there is anything that he has, it needs to be brought to the Town Hall so it can be all in one place.  Superintendent Featherly again said the only thing that he would have would be the MSDS sheets.  He said he heads up all the training with the County himself.  Mike Vienna said he met with Sherman Manchester and there are classes that he can teach.  He said many of them are on disc.  He said we could go to the Town Hall or the Town Court for those trainings. Councilman Ruthven said there are a lot of safety videos that you can get free.  Superintendent Featherly said they miss a lot of those classes because the days they have them it might be snowing and the guys cannot go.  Mike Vienna said that is why he is saying he can teach those classes and they can be done on a day when the weather is not a problem.  Councilman Ruthven said you do not 
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have to do them on a set day.  If there is a day that you cannot do anything else just do them then and make sure you have a sign-in sheet for everyone to sign in case PESH ever checks on the training.
