CALL TO ORDER:

Supervisor Teed called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  

PLEDGE OF 

ALLEGIANCE:

Councilman Beechler led the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING

Supervisor Teed called the Public Hearing on the Proposed Pelis Road Water

District to order at 7:05 PM.  He asked the Town Clerk to read the Public Notice

that appeared in the Finger Lakes Times, the Town’s official newspaper.  Mr. Pat 


Nicoletta, Town Engineer, said we still have the survey, final design, NYS Health Department and NYS Department of Transportation to go through.    He said he hopes for an October 2014 start if everything goes well.  Supervisor Teed asked if
anyone wished to address the Board regarding the Proposed Pelis Road Water District.  

Joanne DePauw, 610 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mrs. DePauw asked who makes the decision as to where the tap goes.  Mr. Nicoletta said once the transmission line is in, the services are not part of the construction.  He said that is something you would work out with Mike Vienna, Water Superintendent.  He said he is sure Mike will work with you on that.  
Charles DePauw, 610 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. DePauw said he has an area where he would like the tap put.  He wanted to know if there was a back

flow preventer on this.  Mr. Nicoletta said generally for residential homes

they are not required.  He said they are not proposed in the contract; but if you wanted something like that in your home, you could do that.  Mr. DePauw said he has a well and a cistern and now public water.  Mr. Nicoletta said the public water cannot come off anything other than the public water.  He said if you want to use your well or cistern for watering the lawn or garden, that is acceptable; but they cannot be intertwined where you would open one valve and turn off the other.  

Francine Bremer, 700 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mrs. Bremer asked if the contractor we use has to be approved by the Town.  Supervisor Teed and Mr. Nicoletta told her no.  Mike Vienna said he would give everyone a packet of information regarding the hook up.  
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Michael Snyder, 748 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. Snyder asked if the water came from Newark.  Supervisor Teed said yes.  Mr. Snyder said so it is treated and comes from Newark.  Mr. Nicoletta said it comes through a transmission line.  

Mark Claxton, 2274 Rt. 14, Geneva:  Mr. Claxton asked several questions regarding the 14/318/96 Rt. Water District.  Supervisor Teed said we were not talking about that water district tonight.  He said these public hearings were only for the Pelis Rd. and Ext. #1 of the Orleans Water Districts.  He

said we have an Open Forum at the end of the meeting if you would like to speak then.    

Michael Snyder, 748 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. Snyder asked if his curb stop on Rt. 88 could be used or did he have to buy another one.  Supervisor Teed said the curb stop on Rt. 88 is for the Newark water.  He said if you are going to hook up, one would have to be on our line.  Mr. Snyder said he is not hooking up to the water.  Supervisor Teed said he would not have to have another curb stop.  He said he will, however, have to pay the debt service.  
Martha Wemett, 691 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mrs. Wemett asked if there are any grants that would help with the cost.  Supervisor Teed said we do not quality for any grants because we are doing this with Town forces.  Mrs. Wemett asked about the Rt. 14/318/96 Water District Project.  Supervisor Teed said we are not able to get grants their either because we are saving
$2,000,000 by doing it “in-house”.  He said if you qualify for a grant; you are required to contract the entire project out; which is all your labor at union rate.  He said among all the districts we are going to do it ourselves and we save the municipalities $2,000,000.  He said we will be doing Pelis Road and Ext. #1 of the Orleans District in-house also.  He said Melvin Hill will be bid out.  

Charles DePauw, 610 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. DePauw said his electric is underground and he wants his water to come in 30-40 feet from where the electric is.  He wanted to know if he would have to pay someone to come out and mark exactly where it is.  He was told that is a free service.  Councilman Ruthven said your contractor should call and have that marked out.  

John Flock, 649 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. Flock asked if we had found out anything about paying the money up front.  Mr. Nicoletta said he thinks it can be done; but he will check with the attorney to be sure.  
Joanne DePauw, 610 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mrs. DePauw wanted to know what the next step is for all of them.  Mr. Nicoletta said there is really nothing that the residents have to do now.  Mike Vienna said he would get the packets out to everyone with a list of possible contractors that can do that work.  
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John Flock, 649 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. Flock said he had asked his contractor to come to the meeting tonight.  He introduced Charles

McIntyre.  

Pat Nicoletta said we have to get DEC clearance on the SEQR review.

He stated that we have 2 properties that may have to be checked for wet lands.  He said the Town will send out a letter to the 2 residents to obtain

permission to allow DEC to look at the soil.  

Charles McIntyre, Contractor:  Mr. McIntyre asked if there would be a list of materials.  He was told yes.  
John Flock, 649 Pelis Rd., Newark:  Mr. Flock asked if they could get a copy of the map of the water district.  Councilman King said it would be a good idea to send a map to all the residents.
Supervisor Teed asked twice if anyone else wished to address the Board regarding the Pelis Road Water District.  There were no further comments.  The Public Hearing was closed at 7:25 PM.

Guy Downey, 2460 Schroo Rd., Clifton Springs:  Mr. Downey asked






where we stand.  Mr. Nicoletta said tonight the Board will take action on






the formation of the district.  He said since you are over the $805 threshold 






the Comptroller allows, it will need to go to the Comptroller for approval.  
He said that is the next step.  He said the Attorney will prepare the application for the Comptroller.  He said he cannot tell how long the Comptroller will take to approve the district.  He said it would be at least 3-4 months, so we are looking at next year before we could start.  Mr. Downey asked if fire hydrants would be installed.  Mr. Nicoletta said yes, that is part of the project.  He said we have 5 being installed.  Supervisor Teed said every district we have established or intend to establish will have hydrants for fire protection.  
Amy Sitterley, 2490 Schroo Rd., Clifton Springs:  Mrs. Sitterley asked if we got 100% on the letters for the Comptroller to show our need for the water.  Town Clerk Nieskes said no.  Mike Vienna said he has a call into Dale Hemminger, he stopped at Mr. Walborn’s and he talked with Mr. VanOpdorp.  He said he and his mother will most definitely write a letter.  Mr. Nicoletta said the Comptroller will see all but one resident signed the petition; but obviously every letter will help due to the fact that it is over the threshold.  
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Terri Downey, 2460 Schroo Rd., Clifton Springs:  Mrs. Downey asked about what the Comptroller does.  Mr. Nicoletta said the district will be formed tonight.  He said the district is not actually formed until the Comptroller signs off; the Comptroller reviews it and will have some questions they want verified from the Attorney and the Engineer.  He said once they make the final determination, they will send a letter to the Town that the Formation of the District can be done.  Supervisor Teed asked if the Comptroller’s Office says no, do they have the final word?  Mr. Nicoletta said at that point there may be a cause for some legislature stating that the residents really want this.  He said 80-90% of the people want this so that will be looked at also.  Mrs. Downey said this is not something we want, it is something we need.  
Supervisor Teed asked if anyone else wished to address the Board regarding the Extension #1 of the Orleans Water District.  There were no more comments.  Supervisor Teed closed the Public Hearing at 7:40 PM.

EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK:
Councilman King asked the Board if they had reviewed the Employee Handbook

that we have been working on for some time.  He said we would like to get it formalized.  He asked that each Board Member review the handbook and make any additions or changes that may be needed.  Supervisor Teed said this pertains to all employees.  He said much of it would pertain to the Highway but there is a portion that is different for the Highway because of their Agreement.  He said that will have to be a separate section or chapter.  Councilman King thought maybe some kind of coding would work for what pertains to the Highway.  
HIGHWAY:
Superintendent Featherly presented his July 2014 Highway Report to the Board (see attached).  


Councilman Ruthven asked Superintendent Featherly about the patching done at  Midlakes High School.  Superintendent Featherly said that would be discussed at next month’s meeting.  Councilman Ruthven asked what account that comes out of.  Superintendent Featherly said they paid for the asphalt.  Councilman Ruthven asked about the labor.  Superintendent Featherly said we have an agreement at the Organizational Meeting to help the schools.  Supervisor Teed said that is only in an emergency.  Superintendent Featherly said isn’t that an emergency, filling their holes.  Supervisor Teed asked is that was due to a lack of maintenance on their part.  He said he was told they got a quote on it from All County and they did not like the quote.  He said what you are talking about at the Organizational Meeting is for all 3 fire departments, schools and Village in an emergency situation.  Superintendent Featherly asked if the Board did not want the Highway Crew patching for them.  Councilman Ruthven said his only problem is that you don’t have help and we have an argument when we ask you to tear down the highway building.  Superintendent Featherly said it has been said he is not a team player.

He asked Councilman Ruthven if he was going to stare at him all night or what.


Councilman Ruthven said no, he just asked a question.  Superintendent Featherly said carry on.


Supervisor Teed asked Pat Nicoletta where we stand with the Highway Facility.  Mr. Nicoletta said we have to go to the Village Planning Board.  He said he would contact them and see what is needed for the application and what their process is.
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Councilman Beechler said he would like to attend any of those meetings that are held with the Village Planning and Zoning Boards.   Councilman Beechler said the south side of the building looks pretty bare.  He wondered if we could add some windows in there.  Mr. Nicoletta will look into it.  He said we will have to have a meeting to discuss architectural matters.  Councilman Ruthven and Councilman Beechler will meet with Mr. Nicoletta.  
Councilman Beechler said the Salt Shed repair is underway.  He stated 2 documents would be coming to the Town Hall this week.  Supervisor Teed said Councilman Beechler would sign them in his absence.  NYMIR has approved the contractor, Penn State.  He said he does not have a start date as yet.

Teed said we have done this on every water district that we have 

created.  He said we have given people time until we have to file paperwork.  He said we went door to door on Pelis Road, Schroo 

Road and Melvin Hill Road Water Districts to give the people the 

absolute opportunity to sign; if they do not wish to do so, that is fine.  

Councilman King said he had an awful lot of people that were 

extremely grateful that he came to their homes because for one reason

or another they did not get to sign before the 14th, which was not a legal

cutoff.  It was a proposed deadline because we had to pick a date that 

night.  He said the 14th was our next Board Meeting and that was not 
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enough time for some of these people.
