HIGHWAY:                       Superintendent Featherly gave his August 2014 Highway Report to the Board

        (see attached).  
        Superintendent Featherly said winter came upon us early last year and at our

        closeout meeting I had $50,000 left over and we discussed putting

        it into the roads this year.  He said it’s come to that point where he would like to 

        have that money to use if the weather holds out.  He said he would like to do some

        more roads.  He said he has a lot of crack sealing to do and a lot of spot repairs to 

        the roads.  He stated he has 2 projects that he needs to complete this year.  

        Supervisor Teed said Bookkeeper Middlebrook has not said anything and asked

                    Superintendent Featherly if he had talked to her about what is in there.  Super-
        intendent Featherly said he had not.  He said when we ended the meeting last year 

        we said we had that money accessible in case he thought he needed it.  Supervisor 

        Teed asked the Board what their thoughts were.  Councilman Ruthven said we have

        to check with Barb to see what is in there.  He said if there is time to do more projects,

        release the money so we can get them done.  Councilman Beechler said if we can 

        get the work done, we should do it.  Supervisor Teed told Superintendent Featherly to

        see Barb and find out what is available.  
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Councilman Beechler offered the following Resolution.  RESOLVED

that, we transfer up to what is available to A/C #5110.400.  The Resolution was seconded by Councilman King who moved its adoption.  5 AYES.  Carried.  




         Superintendent Featherly said we also have $27,000 coming our way from CHIPS




         money, which is a one-time shot because of the storm damage from last winter.  




         Supervisor Teed asked where they found that money.  Superintendent Featherly said 




         he did not know except from all the Highway Superintendents going down there and 



                     bickering with them, he thought because of all the pothole damage, we got $27,000.

Councilman Beechler asked if everyone got that across the board.  Supervisor Teed said it goes by road mileage.




         Superintendent Featherly asked where we stand on our 8th man and wanted to know if 




         the Board had discussed that.  Supervisor Teed said the Board had not discussed it as

yet.  He asked Superintendent Featherly if he had someone in mind.  Superintendent Featherly said he has Caleb Jensen working there right now and he hasn’t made a decision on that.  He said as far as part-time people, the one person that applied for part-time, the County did not approve.  He said no one else marked their application that they would accept part-time.  Superintendent Featherly said the 8th person would be a full-time employee to take Lee G. Walters’ place.  Councilman Ruthven asked Superintendent Featherly if the man working part-time now is fully qualified with his CDL and everything.  Superintendent Featherly said yes.  Councilman Ruthven asked if Superintendent Featherly thought he would work out.  Superintendent Featherly said yes if we work with him, he is young; but he might be alright.  He said he drives truck alright.  Councilman Beechler asked if he was responsible, cautious and job oriented.  Superintendent Featherly said yes.  Supervisor Teed said we are going to schedule a Budget Workshop for a week from Thursday.  He said we will crunch the numbers and see where we are at.  Councilman Ruthven asked how long Superintendent Featherly can keep him on temporary.   Superintendent Featherly said he has a ways to go yet.  Councilman Ruthven said that way we can evaluate him a little better.  
Superintendent Featherly said on his 284 Agreement we had McBurney Road down 

to be done.  He said he is waiting on core samples and tests on the millings we have.  He said we may want to do a recycle job on that instead of shim it.  He said if we do a recycle we can put more asphalt back in it and get the profile of the road back.  Supervisor Teed said you may have a base problem.  Superintendent Featherly said we do because the core samples show some places are 4” of asphalt and some are 1”.  Superintendent Featherly said the road was listed on his 284 Agreement but he is just changing what he is doing to the road.  

Councilman Beechler said he and Councilman Ridley would like to have a meeting with the Highway Employees before the September 22nd Budget Workshop Meeting.
Superintendent Featherly asked Councilman Beechler to call him when he is at the shop so he can check the calendar.  They decided some day this week would work best.
