PB 01-14 – Town of Phelps – Highway Facility - Commercial Site Plan
Chair Scott states that this application needs to be referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals because this commercial site plan is not an allowed use in an R-1-20 district. Pat Nicoletta from them MRB group representing the Town of Phelps acknowledges that that is where they need to go next and has spoke to CEO Jim Murphy about it. 
Shaun Keebler- Would you present the application to us just so we know what you are planning?

Chair Scott invites Pat Nicoletta to go over the plans with the board.

Pat Nicoletta presents the application for the Town of Phelps. The plans show the two separate parcels have now been combined through Ontario County to one parcel. There will be 2 repair bays and 8 storage bays. One overhead door to the south, office space to the north, 4 bays to east and 6 bays to the west. There was a Geo Tech investigation done and an asbestos investigation done. There will be double loaded bays out to Mill St. and there will be green space with trees in front of the office space. On the north side of the shrubs will be the storm water management facility and it will only be as big as required. The building meets all setback requirements in the R-1-20 district. There will be mezzanine storage space above the office space. They will be getting the sewer off from Mill Street and the water off from Clifton Street. 
Chair Scott- How did the parkland issue on parcel ever end up?
Norm Teed- People were claiming it was a park but it is private property owned by the Town and I have meeting minutes from either 1998 or 1999 stating what that property was bought for. 

Chair Scott- Can we have some sort of documentation stating that this is not parkland?

Norm Teed- Yes, absolutely. We will bring that to the ZBA. 

Chair Scott- The letter we sent to you back in June with a bunch of questions from the SEQR form; can we have those questions answered at the next meeting?
Patrick Nicoletta- Regarding the soil concern on the old highway side in the building 15ft down on the south side of the building we found some contamination but as we moved the testing further to the north side of the building we weren’t getting any contamination.

Chair Scott- What about the Outlet(waterway) and the PCC(parkland) being closely neighboring properties; I believe a Full EAF would be required. 
Patrick Nicoletta- We will have a storm water discharge to take care of anything that may runoff. There will be no more discharge than usual in the outlet; they may even be less. 

Norm Teed- Is there any of this documentation for when they did work on the Village Barns?

Chair Scott- We could check for you if you want. But this is the information we would like to see and questions that we would like answers on regarding your application. 

Norm Teed- Didn’t the board get all of these plans? Why do they have so many questions?

Chair Scott- Yes they got the plans about a week and a half ago when they we dropped off. Everyone has looked the plans over but there are still going to be some questions.

Chair Scott- Are there any further questions from the board before we open it up to the public? None. 

Chair Scott- Does the public have any questions? None. 
Norm Teed- Does the board have any issues with the building if the ZBA is ok with it?

Chair Scott- Yes, I mean we have some questions on what we have seen so far. 

Norm Teed- We have been very careful. With Chris and his wife coming to us with their concerns, which make perfect sense we decided to move some things around from the original plan. We moved the office space up to the front and to the north side instead of in the back which will make things quieter and we moved the bays around and added shrubs along the end of the building which will be staggered to create a nice barrier and act more like a visual fence.  We also moved the building over to the south more on top of where the existing highway garage is. 
Chair Scott- Is there going to be lighting on the building? If so will it be dark sky compliant? 

Patrick Nicoletta- Lighting will be dark sky compliant. There will be lights over the bays and doors.

Chair Scott- Will the highway department sign be lit? 

Patrick Nicoletta- Probably no lighting on that. 
Norm Teed- The street lights will show that. 

Chair Scott- What about the location of the retention pond?
Norm Teed- Yes, we will get that on the plans.

Chair Scott- What are the building & roof color going to be?

Norm Teed- Earth tone colors. Basically the same type of design as the Village Barns.

Chair Scott- Why are there 2 offices?

Norm Teed- One is for the Water Superintendent and the other is for the Highway Superintendent. 

Mike Blair- Where will the sign be located?

Norm Teed- On the office side of the building.

Mike Blair- Will there be a lot of green space left for the kids to play after this is built?

Norm Teed- Yes there will be about the size of a football field of green space left.

Chair Scott- On the water service will you have to put in a meter pit?

Norm Teed- That will be up to whatever the Village DPW Superintendant requests. The water service can come across anywhere of Clifton Street, wherever is best. 

Chair Scott- Will you need to heat it?

Patrick Nicoletta- If he wants a hot box we can power that by electric. 

Chair Scott- How much room with the retention pond take up of that open green space?

Norm Teed- The retention pond won’t be any bigger than what is required.

Chair Scott asks the board if they have and more comments or questions? None.

Norm Teed- If you have any more questions just give us a call.

Chair Scott- Ok will do. I may think of some more.
