PB 03-13 – Amy Walker – Hometown Country Spa & Gifts- New Business Review
Amy presents her business proposal; I will be doing manicures, pedicures, and gifts. The hours will be Tuesday- Saturday 10a.m.-5p.m. unless there are any after hour appointments scheduled and we will be closed on Sundays & Mondays. Our family owns another business where we do word working crafts like bird houses, signs and other woodworking products that we will also be selling in the store. 
Chair Scott asks the board if they have any questions.

Shaun Keebler asked Jim Murphy if this fit zoning; Jim stated it does. 

Jim Murphy brought up the signage and they will need to make an application for that and it will need to go to the county. 

Chair Scott asks if there are any other questions. None.

Motion by Bob Springer to accept the application for new business of Hometown Country Spa & Gifts; 2nd Shaun Keebler and unanimously carried. 
PB 10-12 – Larry Tillack – Restaurant- Commercial Site Plan & Special Use Permit
Larry Tillack presented; This will be called Larry’s Coffee Shop I will own and operate the business. 

Chair Scott: I see 7 parking spaces on the site plan with 2 handicap spots. Where are the employees going park? How many employees do you plan on having?
Larry Tillack: Probably about 1-2 employees. 

Chair Scott: So seating capacity per our code is every 5 seats there needs to be 1 parking space. So how many seats are you planning to have?

Andrew Hintenach: About 22 seats right now so that divided by 5 would be about 4 parking spaces needed per code. The biggest thing is going to be the drive thru we are guessing about 60% of our business in the morning will be the drive thru. On our floor plan we will have 2 restrooms & a large ordering counter. It will be a light tan exterior with some stone work done at the bottom and a brown roof. 

Shaun Keebler: So the coolers outside will they be a minimal decimal? 

Andrew Hintenach:  Yes it will be pretty quiet. 

Chair Scott: Will it be an asphalt parking lot?
Larry Tillack: Yes. The concrete where the gas pump used to be will be removed. 

Chair Scott: Where’s the mesh going that I see here on the site plan?

Andrew Hintenach: It’s for the silt fence.

Jim Murphy: Could also be for the construction part in our developmental regs. 

Chair Scott: Where will the shrubs be?

Andrew Hintenach: At the corner and some on the front of the building. 

Shaun Keebler: What about the signage and lighting? Does that meet the zoning code?

Andrew Hintenach: Haven’t really gotten that far with it yet but we will make sure that it meets your zoning code.

Bob Springer: What will be your hours? 

Larry Tillack: Monday- Sunday from 5:30a.m. to 8:00p.m.

Bob Springer: Lighted signs?

Andrew Hintenach: Internal lighting ok?

Shaun Keebler: No it has to be exterior downward facing lighting. What is your time frame and when are you looking to start?
Larry Tillack: As soon as I get approval.

Chair Scott: Is the Family Dollar over flow parking? 

Larry Tillack: Can they share parking spaces?

Chair Scott: Is that something you control? Or the Family Dollar franchise? 

Larry Tillack: That’s something I control.

Chair Scott: As long as your requirements match your parking spaces you should be fine.

Jim Murphy: Would you have a problem with that?

Larry Tillack: No I would rather have less pavement. 

Jim Murphy: The village water & sewer connections would need to be approved by the DPW superintendant. Once we get farther with this I will need a detailed drawing of the inside for a building  permit. 

Chair Scott asks the board if they have any more questions? None.

Motion by Shaun Keebler to table the meeting until November 25th Planning Board meeting for new information; 2nd by Bob Springer and unanimously carried.
