Josh Colf went down today and it is still parked outside.  He said there was nobody there to talk to.  He said he would get down there this week and see what is going on.  He said with all that has to be done yet, we probably will not see it until January.

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DISCUSSION WITH THE
A)  Supervisor Teed asked Superintendent Featherly about the Highway MEO 
SUPERVISOR:
position.  Superintendent Featherly said we still have a vacancy.  He said he would like to get a full-time person back in there before the snow starts flying.  Supervisor Teed asked him if he had someone in mind.  Superintendent Featherly said the person he had in mind has not come back and updated his application.  Councilman Ruthven said he was going back to his original suggest; he would like to see 

Superintendent Featherly hire someone part-time and try them out instead of hiring someone right off the bat full-time.  Superintendent Featherly said he thinks it is going to be hard to find someone part-time.  He said he is willing to try it but he does not think he will find someone part-time with the qualifications.  Councilman Ruthven said if someone really wants the job they will do it.  Councilman King said you know how he feels; he does not think we need another person.  Superintendent Featherly said the problem is in the wintertime.  He said if you got a truck that goes down or a guy gets sick, that leaves him with 6 guys and 6 trucks.  He said we like to have 2 guys in the garage working on the trucks.  Councilman Ruthven said he

agrees with Councilman King and that is why he said to hire a person part-time instead of full-time.  Superintendent Featherly asked if they were saying it would be alright if he could find someone to come in part-time.  The Board agreed.  Councilman Ruthven said the person that Superintendent Featherly wanted to hire full-time last month has not updated his application and it has not gone to the County so it does not seem like he is too interested in it.  Superintendent Featherly said he has applications; but none of them have part-time marked on them.  



Supervisor Teed asked Superintendent Featherly if he wanted to get someone in


part-time for the winter.  Superintendent Featherly said we should probably advertise it.  Supervisor Teed asked if there was anyone on Superintendent Featherly’s list that he would like to call to see if they would be interested in part-time.  Superintendent Featherly said he would check.  Supervisor Teed said we will go through the end of March and 


that way we will see how the person is doing and that way we will know if he


is a good candidate for full-time.

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B)  Supervisor Teed read a letter from Carol Conklin thanking Superintendent Featherly and the Town Highway Crew for the work they did at the Pioneer

Cemetery.  She said it was very much appreciated.  It is her hope that the

spraying can be done every year to keep the poison ivy and poison oak down.


C)  Councilman King said there was a meeting with the other 3 involved Towns for the Rt. 14/318/96 Proposed Water District.  He said everyone seems to be on a positive note and we are going to do everything we can to get it going.  He said everyone has committed to the project.  Supervisor Teed said Councilman King has


put in so much time and effort on this project.  He said we ended up getting 58% of the assessed value in the district and 53% of the residents.  He said without his hard

work, this would not have happened.  He thanked Councilman King for his work.


Councilman King said he really believes in the project; it is for the betterment of the entire community and it is worth any effort we can put into it.  


D)  Supervisor Teed said we have an asbestos issue in the basement of the Town Hall.  He stated we have scheduled with a contractor to come in and remove 


it.  He said for that process, the heat has to be turned off so the Town Hall will be closed from November 24th through the 28th.  He said that is the Thanksgiving week for it would be closed Thursday and Friday anyway.  He said a notice will be put in the Merchandiser twice and the Finger Lakes Times.  He said 3 or more inches of soil in the basement has to be removed, it has to be vented outside so no one can be


in the building during that entire time.  He said the Assessor’s Office, Code Enforcement Officer’s office, Town Court and Town Highway will be open normal


hours Monday through Wednesday.  They will be closed Thursday and Friday for


Thanksgiving.  

Supervisor Teed said we are also working on the clock tower, the water damage has been appraised and we have a settlement number on that.  He said we received a check today for the Salt Shed repair.   Superintendent Featherly said he does not think the repair to the Salt Shed will be done until spring.  Supervisor Teed asked if

he thought it would be ok until then.  Superintendent Featherly said he does not think it will come down.  


E)  Supervisor Teed said he and Pat Nicoletta went to the County Planning Board Meeting today on the Town Barns.  He said we have gone to the Village Zoning and Planning Boards and they approved it unanimously.  He said the County Planning Board that they attended was a review panel before the actual meeting, which will be Wednesday.  He said they basically told him that no one has to be there from the Town for that meeting.  He said they did not have an issue with it.  He said they then refer it back to the Village Planning Board for the final approval.

Councilman King said he should not get paid until the job is finished and he did not have the number of stumps he ground out on the invoice.  He said we do not even know how many stumps he did.  He said one of your men told you he had not finished it.  Superintendent Featherly said he went around and he has the locations that need to be finished.  Supervisor Teed asked Councilman King if he wanted that bill pulled from payment.  Councilman King said he did.  Clerk Nieskes said Bookkeeper Middlebrook could hold the check until the work is completed.  The Board agreed to have Bookkeeper Middlebrook hold the check until the work was finished.  5 AYES.  Carried.  
OPEN FORUM:

BRIAN MANEY, OAKS CORNERS FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Mr. Maney said he

wanted to know if anything is going to change for the Oaks Corners Fire Department with the change that Waterloo made in their water district.  He asked if our footprint would stay the same.  Supervisor Teed said yes it would stay the same.  

Mr. Maney said he wanted to extend a Thank You to Superintendent Featherly and the Town Highway Crew for their help on June 24th, 2014 when we responded to a 

fatal accident where a tree fell on a car during a severe thunderstorm.  He said approximately 15 minutes later we received a call for a house fire on Rt. 14.  He said the Town Highway Department was working at the accident scene and then

had to be dispatched to the house fire to knock the house down.  He said the Highway Department is not usually involved in working a scene where there has been a death; but the entire crew, as well as Superintendent Featherly worked very hard right alongside the Fire Department crew.  He said it was a 7 hour operation.

He said it was a very well run operation and he appreciated everyone’s help that night.  Supervisor Teed thanked Mr. Maney and said he was very glad to hear that everything went well.
