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the customer using the card because we cannot use tax payers money to pay the bank fees,  She said to cover those fees an additional fee of $1.75 up to $64.00 

and 2.75% additional fee to any charge over $64.00.  She said she did not know how it was going to go with the fees that have to be paid.  She stated payments for dog licenses and water bills can also be paid on line.  She said there has not been a lot of activity with the cards yet.
