New Business

Discussion took place regarding solar legislation.  The chairman stated that the Planning Board is seeking more input and chairperson Collette Barnard has asked that the ZBA please review the proposed legislation and submit any comments and/or suggestions to her via email. Mr. Hurdle stated that the Planning Board is also seeking comments from the Agricultural Committee and that they are reviewing a 16-page document from New Jersey on how to control the installation of solar farms. Subjects covered in this discussion included soil rating for commercial solar applications, mine reclamation, infrastructure, and initiating a citizen committee involving students from the local school to work with the town and subsequently receive a credit.  Mr. Caves stated that the proposed solar code looks good based on what he needs as a ZBA member to grant a special use permit.  Mr. Hurdle stated that between the Geneva example and the information from New Jersey he believes the legislation can be completed pretty quickly.
